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Hello, and welcome to Group A!

I’m Laura. I run Group A at Aldeburgh Music. I’m the person to get in touch with if you have any questions, problems or suggestions. All of my contact details are at the bottom of this letter.

Here are most of the things you need to know:

· Group A is divided into 3 terms – 1st: September to December, 2nd: January to March and 3rd: April to August. In the first 2 terms, workshops are every other Sunday with 1 or 2 weekend residencies in each of the two terms. All of these sessions are compulsory (unless you have good reason, of course). The 3rd term is much more relaxed – workshops are more spread out and many of them are optional extras. You also get a chance to tell me what you’d like to do, so it can all be tailored around you!
· During the first 2 terms, workshop activities will include composing your own pieces, learning repertoire, arranging pre-written music, directing, performing and much more. The core team of Artistic Director, Director and Vocal Coach will be at every session and then guest artists will join in on various sessions too. In the past these guests have been Bellatrix (the UK’s best female beatboxer), Nat Williams (solo R&B singer), Cleveland Watkiss (UK London Jazz Awards winner), a group of musicians from Cuba and many more... Guests, music and performances are different every year and we’re always happy to take suggestions on what you’d like to happen this year. 
· There are usually around 3 formal performances per year – your own Open Session and the Aldeburgh Music Christmas Concert in December and Group A’s end-of-year performance in March. There may be additional opportunities that come up during the year too.
· There are 3 residencies arranged this year - the first in December ‘11 which ended in an informal Open Session performance, the second in March ‘12 ending in the more final performance, and one in August ‘12 culminating in the Aldeburgh Carnival. During these residencies, rehearsals run all day and we then provide evening entertainment, accommodation in Suffolk, food throughout and all other necessities.
· Group A costs £150 for the whole year. Everything is included in that price - workshop spaces, artists, chaperones, accommodation and food during residencies, travel if we go anywhere, tickets to shows, extra summer activities etc. There will never be more than 1 summer activity that incurs an additional cost, which is optional. We do offer bursaries so please do let me know if you’d like to apply - you just have to fill out a bursary application and we’ll review each case individually. 

· Almost all workshops happen at Snape Maltings. If lifts are a problem then let me know and we can try to arrange car shares.
